FINANCIAL REPORT: The May 2016 financial report was presented to the Board by Finance Director Schrade. (See Handout) She has no concerns as the May financials were still in the black. Motion was made and seconded (Bruns/Wingfield) to accept the May financial report as presented.  All in favor; none opposed.  Motion carries.

OLD BUSINESS: Executive Director Roth updated the board on Senate Bill 16-038 for transparency requirements to Community Centered boards which goes in effect August 10th. 
Executive Director Roth showed the board ECS’s new website that was recently updated by Bailey Sorenson for easier access to helpful information for clients, families and staff for greater transparency. 
NEW BUSINESS:  Les Archuleta of Platinum Technology gave the Board an overview of the proposal for replacing 2 servers that are seven years old, updating the firewall and possible moving Solana offsite. (See handout) Motion was made and second (Bruns/Wingfield) that we purchase a new firewall with a three year license.  All in favor; none opposed.  Motion carries.
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Finance Director Schrade informed the board that it was time to renew the contracts for the Financial audit, Retirement audit and the 990 Tax Form audit.  She handed out the letter received from Logan, Thomas & Johnson LLC for review. (See handout) Motion was made and seconded (Wingfield/Ehrmann) let Finance Director Schrade sign the letter of intent with Logan, Thomas and Johnson for the upcoming audits.  All in favor; none opposed.  Motion carries.

Executive Director Roth presented to the board the signed Conflict of Interest Statement she and Finance Director Schrade signed for the 2016-2017 year for Board President Ehrmann to sign.
The Board enjoyed a video presentation of “Do You Want to Work for Eastern” that was designed by ECS nurse Summer Hjelm.  The video was submitted for a contest held by Alliance at their recent conference.  This year’s contest was for CCBs to perform a song parody regarding services and Summer wrote a parody to Do You Want to Build a Snowman from the Frozen movie.
Executive Director Roth presented two bids received for the replacement of the shower at the Harris residence.  A bid of $5260.00 was received from Schrade Property Solutions and one from Platte Valley Construction for $1920.00.  The difference in the bids was due to Schrade Property Solutions wanting to use Onyx Shower wall panels.  Discussion was held on the Onyx material and whether the existing shower floor needs to replace.  Motion was made and seconded (Bruns/Wingfield) to accept the bid from Schrade Property Solutions with the onyx Shower wall panels.  All in favor; none opposed.  Motion carries.
Executive Director Roth informed the board of the damage to the Al Mar and Sedgwick County Day Service buildings due to the recent hail storm in Julesburg.  The day after the Julesburg storm Yuma was hit with a big rain storm that flooded the Kelandy building.  The insurance company has been notified and we are waiting hear from them.
Board Development: Anna Blake, Day Programs Director and Morgan County Residential Director, gave a brief overview of the NORESCO facility along with a tour to show the new changes to the building.
